Edison Middle School enrolls students in grades 5th Asian 1.7%
through 8th. Classes for 5th and 6th grades are self
contained classrooms. Students in grades 7th and
8th change classes every 48 minutes. Edison Middle
School is arranged on a traditional schedule. During
the 2007-08 school year, 480 5th-8th grade students
were enrolled at the school.

Discipline & Climate for Learning

Students at Edison Middle School are guided by specibc rules and classroom expectations that promote
respect, cooperation, courtesy, and acceptance of others. The schoolOs discipline philosophy focuses on
positive reinforcements to maintain discipline and encourage academic achievement. Students can earn

a gold or blue card by achieving a 3.5 GPA or better for each quarter. Students are also honored through

Word of the Month and Student of the Month Assemblies.

Students and parents are notiPed of discipline policies through a handout at the beginning of the year.
Students from grades 5-6 receive demerits for minor infractions such as chewing gum. Grades 7-8 receive
detentions for these same infractions. Policies are reinforced throughout the school year. Students who do
not receive any write-ups are then invited to a party at an adventure park at the end of the school year.

Instructional Materials

Edison Elementary held a public hearing on September 8, 2008, and
determined that each school within the district had sufbcient and good
quality textbooks, instructional materials, or science lab equipment
pursuant to the settlement of Williams vs. the State of California. All
students, including English learners, are given their own individual
standards-aligned textbooks or instructional materials, or both, in core
subjects for use in the classroom and to take home. Textbooks and
supplementary materials are adopted according to a cycle developed by
the California Department of Education, making the textbooks used in the
school the most current available. Materials approved for use by the State
are reviewed by all teachers and a recommendation is made to the School
i Board by a selection committee composed of teachers and administrators.

. All recommended materials are available for parent examination at the
Curriculum Development district ofbce prior to adoption.

All curriculum development in the Edison Elementary is based on the
California State Content Standards and Frameworks. Curriculum guides
are updated regularly, to align with the state standards, district goals, and
the statewide assessment program. During the 2007-08, changes to the
curriculum included: Read 180, a reading remediation program, and a new
science adotion in grades 5-8.

School Facilities & Safety

Edison Middle School was originally constructed in the 1930s and 40s
and is comprised of fourteen permanent classrooms, seven portable
classrooms , a cafeteria, an auditorium, a library, a music room, a computer
lab, and one large outdoor area. A gym is scheduled to be built during the
2008-09 school year. The gym will be built on the connection 4.5 acres to
the east of the school.

Cleaning Process

The principal works daily with the head custodian to ensure that the
cleaning of the school is maintained to provide for a clean and safe school.
The district governing board has adopted cleaning standards for all schools
in the district. A summary of these standards are available at the district
ofpce for review.

District maintenance staff ensures that the repairs necessary to keep the
school in good repair and work orders are completed in a timely manner. A
work order process is used to ensure efpbcient service and highest priority
are given to emergency repairs.

Deferred Maintenance Budget

The district participates in the State School Deferred Maintenance

Program, which provides matching funds on a dollarbforbdollar basis, to
assist school districts with expenditures for major repair or replacement

of existing school building components. Typically this includes roobng,

plumbing, heating, electrical systems, interior or exterior painting, and 3oor

systems. For the 2008-09 school year Edison Elementary School District

budgeted $49,111 for the deferred maintenance program. This represents

0.5% of the districtOs general fund budget. Deferred Maintenance projects
included: Air and heating maintenance, window & carpet replacement, and

electrical repairs.

Safe School Plan

Safety of students and staff is a primary concern of Edison School. The
school is in compliance with all laws, rules, and regulations pertaining to
hazardous materials and state earthquake standards. A safety plan was
developed with the help of students, parents, staff, and administration. The
Safety Plan covers general safety and emergency procedures. The plan
provides students and staff a means to ensure a safe and orderly learning
environment. Components of the Comprehensive Safety Plan include
teacher notibcation of dangerous pupil procedures, disaster response
procedures, procedures for evacuation to and from the school, and the
duties of classibed/certibcated staff members during an emergency. The
plan was last updated in May, 2008 and a copy of the plan is available to
the public at the school ofpce.
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California Standards Test

The California Standards Test (CST), a component of the STAR Program, is administered to all students in the spring to assess student performance
in relation to the State Content Standards. Student scores are reported as performance levels: Advanced (exceeds state standards), Probcient (meets
standards), Basic (approaching standards), Below Basic (below standards), and Far Below Basic (well below standards). The combined percentage of
students scoring at the Probcient and Advanced levels in English/Language Arts, Math, Social Science, Science, for the most recent three-year period,
is shown.

Physical Fitness

In the spring of each year, Edison Middle is required by the state to administer a physical btness test to all students in grades bve and seven. The physical
btness test measures each studentOs ability to perform btness tasks in six major areas: Aerobic Capacity, Body Composition, Trunk Extension Strength
Abdominal Strength, Upper Body Strength, and Flexibility. Students who either meet or exceed the standards in all six btness areas are considered to be

physically bt or in the Ohealthy btness zoneO (HFZ). During the 2007-08 school year, 36.6% of the schoolOs bfth grade students and 34% of the scho@C
seventh grade students either met or exceeded state btness stardards.

Academic Performance Index

The Academic Performance Index (API) is a score on a scale of 200 to
1,000 that annually measures the academic performance and progress of
individual schools in California.

Statewide Rank: Schools receiving an API Base score are ranked in ten
categories of equal size (deciles) from 1 (lowest) to 10 (highest), according
to type of school (elementary, middle, or high school).

Similar Schools Rank: Schools also receive a ranking that compares that
school to 100 other schools with similar demographic characteristics.

All teachers are trained in English Language Development Support
programs to assist English Learners (EL) in reaching grade level standards.
Students receive differentiated instruction in their regular classroom.

Students who qualify for the Gifted And Talented Education (GATE)
program receive instruction in the classroom and through after-school
enrichment programs.

Title 1 services are provided to students that score below a specibc
percentile on the STAR test and/or students that are functioning below
grade level. The Title 1 aides work in the classrooms during reading and
work with Title 1 reading groups under the direction of the classroom
teacher.

School Improvement Program (SIP) funds are used to provide training and
instruction to the staff at Edison School.

Staff Development

As part of the growth process, opportunities for training and staff
development are provided at both the district and individual school sites to
administrators, teachers, and classibed staff. The district offers three staff
development Obuy-backO days annually where staff members are offered
professional growth opportunities in curriculum, teaching strategies, and
methodologies.
